Your Crowdfunder project is assessed by Sport 

Wales, who can decide what level of match-

funding you’ll be eligible for based on the 

information you’ve provided. 

If the Crowdfunder page has reached certain 

criteria, Sport Wales will match fund between 

30% and 50% of the total, up to a maximum 

of £15,000 match-funding.
